Radio: Airtronics SD-10G 2.4Ghz FHSS3, 10
Ch rx, all digital servos. 94820 servos on the
ailerons and flaps, 94772 on rudder/tail wheel
duty and 94722 everywhere else all provided
by Airtronics

Power: 2SP Lipo 2200 MA with a 6v 10amp
regulator

Weight: Slightly less than 131bs

Retracts: Robart air up/spring down provided
by Mike Greenshields modified to operate @
approximately 80 degrees running 130psi

Tail wheel: Robartsmall mechanical retractable
(modified) using pull-pull cables

Main Gear: Oleo struts built by me

Color Scheme: Winter camouflage as
campaigned by Jerry Ortego in his honor

Paint: Top Flight for primer and color, finished
with Top Flight flat clear.

Number and Markings: all made by using
a combination of paint, trim Monokote,
Photoshop and a color printer.

Documentation:Jerry’soriginaldocumentation
